Notes on using this resume format:

This is a great format for people with many years of experience across different job functions or industries.  The idea is to summarize and highlight that broad experience on page one because frankly they might get lost or bored reading your chronological resume because it would be too long.  

Key points

· Summarize your top accomplishments and areas of experience on page one

· Page two is the detail supporting the summary on page one
